· Annual market membership is $45 (due upon acceptance as a vendor)
· Booth space is $20 per week or 10% of sales up to the first $200 of sales
· Electricity, if available, is an additional $10 per week
COMPLIANCE:

· All vendors must be knowledgeable and comply with all applicable city, county, state, and federal health regulations at all times.  Vendors must hold all required permits, licenses, and insurance policies necessary for their business.  Vendors must read and sign the Indemnity Agreement included below releasing the PSFM from any liability.
· Vendors will provide up to date copies of all applicable permits, licenses, insurance to the PSFM manager who will keep copies of the same in the vendors file.  It is the responsibility of the vendor to have copies of all the above available on market day for inspection by government officials if requested.
· Vendors must notify the PSFM manager if they will be unable to attend the market 24 hours prior to the day of the market.  Vendors are required to stay for the duration of the market.  Multiple cancellations may result in vendors being barred from selling at the PSFM.
INDEMNITY AGREEMENT
· Peach Street Farmers Market and Holy Comforter Episcopal Church, and their respective officers, employees, and consultants are not liable for any injury, theft, or damage to either the buyer or seller or their property arising from the preparation or participation in the PSFM activities.  The vendor/farm/business/seller/producer/dealer further agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the PSFM and Holy Comforter Episcopal Church and their officers, employees, agents, and consultants for and against any claims for such injury, theft, or damage.
· It is understood that all vendors of the PSFM will carry their own general liability and product liability insurance as the PSFM does not provide this insurance coverage.

VENDORS RULES:
· Vendors will be respectful to attendees, other vendors, and PSFM staff at all times.  Any grievances should be directed to the PSFM manager.

· Vendors can sell the items listed under their vendor application.  Should vendors desire to add items sold they must receive permission from the market manager.
· Produce and processed foods should be grown or sourced up to 200 miles from the PSFM location.  Produce sourced from other growers MAY be allowed upon permission by the PSFM board of directors and comply with the vendors growing practices stated on this application.  Processed foods should have labels clearly stating the ingredients used.
· Vendors will determine their own pricing and clearly advertise prices.

· All vendors must set up in the designated space determined by the PSFM manager.

· Vendors are responsible for their own booth needs such as tables, tents, chairs, etc.

· Tents must be secured by weights, sand bags, or other suitable means, vendors are responsible for supplying their own needs.

· Vendors must be ready to sell at the start time of the market and remain for the duration of the market.

· Vendors are required to remove all their belongings, gear, trash, etc. prior to leaving the market.

·  Vendors agree to and must be honest about their products, growing practices, and or procedures

· Vendors are not allowed to have pets except service animals in their booths

· Vendors are to keep their space clean, safe, and hazard free at all times.

· Food vendors are to have a hand washing station in their booth.

· No smoking or vaping in vendor’s booth area.

· Vendors must give a 24-hour notice to the market manager in the event they will be unable to attend the market on a given Saturday.
· If a vendor misses 3 consecutive markets, the market manager upon approval of the PSFM board of directors may allow another like vendor to sell at the market.
MARKET RULES:

· Customer’s leashed pets are allowed.
· Market is rain or shine.  Cancelling or closing the market early is the sole discretion of the PSFM manager.  
· PSFM is every Saturday from 8am until noon.  Holiday closings will be posted on the website.
· Smoking/vaping allowed in designated area(s)
· No firearms, drugs, or lewd behavior allowed.
